A star-studded lineup and
professional demonstrations
will entertain, educate and
temp the tastebuds of visitors
to this year's Feast for the
Palate Sunday, June 18.

Just
last month, Stratton conduct-
ed the Vienna Concert Verein
in their first Canadian tour
and he made his recording
debut with the world
renowned Nurnberg
Symphony Orchestra in an
all-Brahms program.
Caledon’'s own Rikki
Rumball will bring in a jazz
band to back up severa tal-
ented local musicians. Along
with Rumball, taking centre
stage will be Stephanie
Welton, an 11-year-old who
sounds like Judy Garland.
Kate Moura, the new owner
of Rumball Music, will do
three songs from her new
demo. Local guitar teacher
Eric Mahar will present
some jazz harmonica, along
with a 75-year-old student.
Ten-year-old Carly
Markham will perform and
then Rumball teams up with
Chris Simmons and Ledlie
Hanson in an Andrew Sisters
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style act called “Armed and
Dangerous.”

The Wave fm 947
Smooth Jazz, a major spon-
sor of Feast for the Palate,
will be on-site for the event.
The Wave is bringing with
them Canadian Smooth Jazz
Award nominee Daniela
Nardi and members of her
band, DNAS.
